If your brakes were fried and the oil seal was damaged then it is definitely worth looking
at replacing your current hub-drum setup. I would be sure to remove any hum-drums
where the brakes got worn down and check for any damage and replace as necessary.
Replacing the seal is pretty straightforward so I guess my only advice there would be to
get one that you know will fit your hub-drum and the inner diameter matches the
diameter of your spindle. 79776

If you don't have EZ Lube spindles then yes, you will need to remove the wheel and hubs
to repack the grease. Be sure to use the same type of grease too otherwise different
greases can react to each other and change to be thicker or thinner. 79761
